3. 1. Install Wi-Fi & Bluetooth Drivers

Before You Start:

If you plan on using Bluetooth and already have connected Bluetooth devices,
proceed with step 1. Otherwise, skip to step 2.

1. Disable Bluetooth. Right-click My Computer, select Manage, go to Device
Manager. Expand the Bluetooth node to find your existing Bluetooth device.

Right-click the existing Bluetooth device and select Disable.
R Note: Make sure you have disabled all existing Bluetooth devices (both built-in and third party).

Go to My Computer or This PC.

3. Double-click the TP-Link CD-ROM then run Setuplnstall.exe to install the

drivers.

2. In some operating systems, the CD screen will pop up automatically. Otherwise, run the CD
manually.

4. Follow the on-screen instructions to complete the Wi-Fi and Bluetooth

Windows administrator account.

5. Once finished, restart your computer.

3.2. Pair with Bluetooth Deivces
