2. Install Waterproof Cable Attachments

Install the waterproof cable attachments for the network 
interface. Make sure each part is securely attached and the 
waterproof rings are flush to keep out water.

1) Route the network cable through the following components in 
order: fix nut, waterproof ring, and then the waterproof jacket. 

2) Insert the waterproof ring into the waterproof jacket. 
3) Fix the O-ring to the network interface of the camera and connect 

the network cables. 
4) Attach the network interface with the waterproof jacket, then twist 

to lock. Rotate the fix nut to secure it to the waterproof jacket.
